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Mission 

The UCLA Lesbian Gay Bisexual Transgender Campus Resource Center provides a comprehensive range of education, information and advocacy services and works to create and maintain an open, safe and inclusive environment for lesbian, gay, bisexual, intersex, transgender, queer, questioning, and same-gender-loving students, faculty, and staff, their families and friends, and the entire campus community. 

History

· The UCLA LGBT campus Resource Center was borne of a long history of queer activism at UCLA, from Evelyn Hooker’s research in the 1950s (which debunked the notion that homosexuality was a mental illness, ultimately removing it from the DSM) to the formation of the Gay Liberation Front in 1969. 
· The LGBT CRC was established in 1995 in a closet in Haines Hall

· In 1974 the first Gay Awareness Week was held hosted with such speakers as Rita Mae Brown, Harry Hay (founder of the Mattachine Society, and Charlotte Bunch. 
· In 1976, the first course in lesbian, gay, and bisexual studies was offered at UCLA and taught by Peter Thorslev. 
· In 1979 UCLA students published the first edition of Ten Percent, which predated Frontiers as a Los Angeles gay newspaper. Also in 1979 a gay film festival was held at UCLA, organized by John Ramirez and Stuart Timmons, and grew to become OutFest, one of the largest LGBT film festivals in the world. 
Center

· The Center is the social and activist crossroads of LGBT community on campus and provides programs for the entire campus community.

· It is open M-F from 8:30am to 6pm; after 6pm student groups hold weekly meetings in the center.

· The Rae Lee Siporin Library is the largest resource library of its kind in the country.

· We also house the first campus-based David Bohnett CyberCenter in the country and provide confidential access to LGBTQ resources and even free printing!

· Currently there are over 17 LGBT-related undergraduate and graduate student organizations on campus along with the LGBTQ Staff & Faculty Network and the Lambda Alumni Association.

· The annual “Welcome Home” Resource Fair and Open House brings over 400 LGBTQ and ally people together. 

· In 1998, the first UCLA Lavender Graduation was celebrated to honor graduating LGBTQ students and community awards and is one of the oldest on the west coast. 
· The Center offers basic counseling services, access to community resources on sexual health and promotes inclusive policies.
· On the Center’s website you can access a campus-wide listing of Gender-neutral Bathrooms. 
· The Bruin Allies Training program educates campus members on how we can all create inclusive communities for LGBTQ people.
