However, Mr. Parish does not identify any particular method for the inclusion of these particular 272 films into his book.  Nonetheless, he does offer the reader detailed critiques and observations into these movies and analyzes their LGBT content.  An informational article entitled, “A Brief History of Regulatory Codes in the American Film Industry” explains how films are rated and how the emergence of queer cinema affected that process.  Mr. Parish’s authority on this subject is not articulated, other than a bibliography of his similarly-themed books.

The author acknowledges that her motivation for this work was to better understand her friend who was undergoing female to male reassignment.  Sections including notes, a selected bibliography, and an index supply the reader with further explanations and resources for additional research.  In the end, the author does not explicitly provide an answer to the riddle of gender, rather, stresses that gender is identity and that every individual is free to express themselves.  Rudacille writes, “Nature may provide the architecture of gender, but culture does the decorating.”

The author not only provides a brief biography of the individual, but also cites his reasons for their inclusion onto the list.  Madonna, for example, appears as number 99 for she “contributed to a more progressive and tolerant social climate from which gays and lesbians can only benefit.”  Some of the individuals on the list are well-known to LGBT and heterosexual audiences alike; Martina Navratilova, Ian McKellen, and Oscar Wilde to name a few.  There are others on the list, while they are still important, may not be well-known outside of the LGBT community.  Among those are Rosa Bonheur, a 19th century French writer self-described as “masculinized woman,” contemporary writer Samuel Delaney, and present day activist Harry Hay. Neither a bibliography nor a reference section appear in this book, therefore some of the claims seem tenuous at best.  Much of the book has content and language of an explicit sexual nature.

Male comedian Jackie Mason is quoted as saying, “These are lesbian ladies … Live as you please.  And God bless you!”  Some of the sources the author pulls quotes from can be described as questionable at best.  A quotation by the singer Cher about her lesbian daughter Chastity is cited as appearing in the National Enquirer.  In general, the quotes are mainly contemporary in origin, with a portion from the beginning of the twentieth century and earlier.

The author makes the purpose of his book abundantly clear in the introduction, “This is NOT a history book.”  Rather, it is a collection of over 1,000 international “non-pornographic films featuring gay and lesbian characters or themes.”  The films are listed in alphabetical order and contain some or all of the following information; director, screenwriter, cast, genre, plot, quotes, MPAA (Motion Picture Association of America) ratings, and awards (if applicable).  If available, the author also provides the reader with the year the film was released, the country, how many minutes long, and if it’s in color or black and white.  Finally, the author supplies his own 5-star rating system and regards it as “a personal recommendation or warning.”  Still photographs from selected movies appear in the book, as do extensive filmographies of selected individuals and an index for the reader.  Most notable is the author’s inclusion of the “Mail-Order Video Sources” and “Gay & Lesbian Film Festivals” sections.
