Bridgewater State College

What is the Barney Frank Equality Scholarship?
This scholarship is for students who identify as gay, lesbian, bisexual, or transgender and who have lost financial assistance from their parents upon disclosing their sexual orientation or gender identity.

 

What are the criteria for eligibility?
To be eligible, you must:

 

~ Be enrolled at least half-time as an undergraduate or graduate student at BSC

~ Have at least one semester completed at BSC

~ Have demonstrated financial need for this particular scholarship

~ Be enrolled and matriculated at Bridgewater State College at the time of award

~ Be in good academic standing (GPA of 2.0 or higher)

~ Self-identify as gay, lesbian, bisexual, transgender, or as an ally to the GLBT community

 

Preference is given to self-identified gay, lesbian, bisexual, or transgender students whose family has withdrawn financial support as a result of the student's sexual orientation or gender identity. However, GLBT & ally students who have not lost parental financial support but who have been involved in successful GLBT advocacy will be considered if no other applicant emerges who has lost financial support from his/her/hir family.

College of Wooster

The John Plummer Memorial Scholarship for Contributing to a More Welcoming Campus for LGBT People has been established through the support of Hans P. Johnson ‚92 and many other friends and colleagues of Plummer. In all, more than 90 donors contributed a total of just over $30,000 to endow the new scholarship fund. The scholarship will be awarded for the first time this fall, and annually thereafter to a sophomore, junior or senior, regardless of sexual orientation, who promotes a more open and respectful campus environment.

Emory University
Purpose: The GALA Leadership Award is given to an undergraduate student who actively demonstrates leadership to positively impact the campus environment for gay, lesbian, bisexual, transgender and queer communities.

Eligibility: Be an undergraduate student in good standing at Emory University; plan to be enrolled as an undergraduate student at Emory University for the 2009-2010 academic year; take an active role in positively impacting the campus environment for GLBTQ communities; and meet application deadline (typically the first week of December).

Selection Process: Members of Emory's LGBT alumni group, GALA, and the Director of the Office of LGBT Life will select the recipient. Selection is based on the applicants demonstrated leadership; plan to positively impact the environment for LGBT community; and demonstrated balance as a student leader on campus. Finalists are interviewed and a winner is announced by the beginning of February. The winner is presented the award at the Office of LGBT Life's annual Pride Awards in March. The award is placed into the recipients student account for the following academic year.

Grand Valley State University
The West Shore Aware LGBT Scholarship
Background
· The West Shore AWARE Scholarship Fund was established in 2007 through the generosity of several donors and cooperative arrangements with Grand Valley State University (GVSU) in western Michigan.
· Donations for the Scholarship Fund are currently solicited separately from the annual AWARE fundraising event. 
 Purpose
· The Scholarship Fund provides educational support to qualified GVSU students who are lesbian, gay, bisexual or transgendered (LGBT), or to other students who have demonstrated support for issues important to the well being of the broad LGBT community.
 Objective
· The major objective is to create a $60,000 West Shore AWARE Endowment at GVSU and award two scholarships per year.
· A second objective is to create this endowment through donors’ contributions without conducting fundraising events (i.e.,100% of donations goes toward the endowment – 0% goes toward overhead).
 Why GVSU?
· GVSU expressed a keen desire and willingness to work with West Shore AWARE – and the University strongly supports the efforts of AWARE.
· GVSU has a major presence in Western Michigan with 3 campuses, an affiliation with 2 community colleges and an enrollment of approximately 24,000 students.
· GVSU conducted a study in 2005 that confirmed there are comfort-level, equality and assistance problems for LGBT students. Accordingly, GVSU created a LGBT Resource Center, which is an integral part of their campus.
 Accomplishments
· A partnership has been established with GVSU personnel and their need for LGBT assistance has been confirmed.
· An initial West Shore Aware Endowment of $30,000 was established at GVSU in 2010. This Endowment will fund one $1,500 scholarship per year in perpetuity. To achieve the $60,000 objective, additional funds will be added to the Endowment as funds become available.
· Until the $60,000 Endowment objective is achieved, a second $1,500 scholarship will be awarded annually and will be funded through donor contributions to the Scholarship Fund.
· Five $1,500 scholarships were awarded at GVSU for the 2008-10 school years.
· To date, approximately $32,000 has been raised for the Scholarship Fund (plus the five $1,500 scholarships that have been awarded).

The GVSU Faculty-Staff LGBT Scholarship
This scholarship was created by lesbian, gay, bisexual, and transgender (LGBT) faculty and staff at Grand Valley State University and by others who are supportive of LGBT students.   The purpose of this scholarship is to provide financial assistance to students who demonstrate a positive sensitivity to and involvement in issues relative to the gay community and who promote visibility by service to the larger community.

Hofstra University

In 2002, Hofstra University established an unprecedented scholarship program for students engaged in service to the lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender (LGBT) community. The program is designed to demonstrate Hofstra's commitment to equality and support for LGBT individuals. The program now includes the Hofstra Law School Fellowships for Advocacy for the Equality of Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual and Transgender People, as well as another scholarship for undergraduates, which is described here.

Undergraduate Scholarships

The intent of this scholarship is to promote activism in support of the LGBT community. This scholarship is open to any applicant, regardless of sexual orientation or gender identity, who has a demonstrable record or strong potential in support of LGBT activism. The award committee recognizes that so-called "straight allies" can have a dramatic impact on LGBT issues, and strongly encourages their applications.

Scholarship recipients are selected on the basis of academic ability and experience promoting activism in support of the LGBT community. The amount of the scholarship is dependent on academic ability, with high achieving students eligible for full tuition scholarships and summer stipends for academic or activist pursuits. Recipients of the scholarship will choose a faculty mentor who will serve as a source of support and advice in addition to the student's academic advisor.

The Mildred Elizabeth McGinnis Endowed Scholarship

Another scholarship, the Mildred Elizabeth McGinnis Endowed Scholarship, was established to assist LGBT students in the Humanities. The scholarship will be awarded on the basis of demonstrated economic need to an undergraduate LGBT student majoring in any Humanities discipline with at least a 3.0 GPA. (If no suitable LGBT student is identified, the scholarship will be awarded to a student who can show assistance to the LGBT community along with all the other terms of the requirements.)

Application Process

Scholarship recipients are selected on the basis of academic ability and their demonstrable record or strong potential to support LGBT activism. In addition to the usual Hofstra application process, applicants for the scholarship must submit an essay that discusses past, current, and/or future LGBT activism, or describes the applicant's thoughts and convictions on a particular LGBT issue. The applicant can also provide supporting letters and documentation as evidence of past or current activism.

Hofstra University Law School

Fellowship Awards

Each year Hofstra Law School selects up to three (3) fellows from among students admitted to the entering J.D. class. Fellowships are awarded to students who have demonstrated a commitment to and intend to pursue careers advocating on behalf of the LGBT community. The fellowship program is open to persons of all sexual orientations in recognition of the diversity of individuals who may ally themselves with sexual equality, and to underscore the importance of alliances between the LGBT community and the community at large. Scholarship awards include a substantial tuition fellowship each year over three years of law school and up to two $7,500 summer stipends to support two summer externships related to LGBT advocacy.

Program Overview

Fellowships are awarded for one year, but are renewable annually subject to satisfactory academic performance and full participation in program activities and externships. Incoming students must remain in good academic standing in order to be eligible for renewal.

After their first and second years of law school, fellows are encouraged to complete two 10-week summer externships at non profit organizations devoted to legal advocacy on behalf of the LGBT community. Externships enable students to integrate the practical experience of full-time work with their formal legal training. Hofstra Law School provides fellows with a $7,500 stipend to cover living expenses while completing approved summer externships. At the end of the summer, students are required to submit written reports to the director on their externships.

Fellows have the opportunity to enroll in a comprehensive course of study devoted to equality, including courses in Sexuality and the Law, Sex Discrimination, Jurisprudence, or an independent study and tutorial designed to address issues of particular concern to the LGBT community. Fellows are also invited to attend Hofstra Law School’s Colloquium on Law & Sexuality.

Upon graduation, fellows are expected to commit to helping further the civil rights advancement efforts of the LGBT community through LGBT related advocacy and organizations.

The Selection Process

Fellows are selected on the basis of demonstrated academic ability, leadership potential, and experience advocating for LGBT rights prior to law school. This advocacy may include political activity, aid to LGBT social support networks, participation in events that promote the visibility of LGBT people, and other forms of charitable or philanthropic activity. Consideration will also be given to an applicant's plans for advocacy on behalf of the LGBT community that makes use of a law degree.

Fellowship applications are due in February. Please note that the Selection Committee can not consider an applicant's Fellowship application until they have been accepted to the law school so it is important that applicants complete their JD applications early.

Finalists will be invited to Hofstra Law School in March to interview with the Fellowship Selection Committee, consisting of Hofstra Law School faculty and administration. The academic achievement and aptitude of applicants are considered carefully by the Selection Committee and an affirmative attempt is made to ensure the diversity of each entering class of fellows.
Iowa State University

1. The Scott Rohlf Presidential Leadership Initiative Award is a scholarship in its fourth year that will continue to be presented annually to one student who has demonstrated leadership and involvement in the lesbian, gay, bisexual, and transgender (LGBT) community at ISU. The purpose of the scholarship is to complement successful academic experiences by partially supporting student leadership and involvement in the LGBT community at ISU.

Scholarship Amount

The scholarship amount is $1,000.

Applicants must have all of the following qualifications:

1.) Be a junior or senior during Spring 2008 Semester

2.) Be enrolled, or planning to enroll, during Fall 2008 at Iowa State University

3.) Demonstrated leadership and involvement in promoting LGBT student activities at Iowa State University

4.) Demonstrated leadership in the promotion of a positive identity for LGBT students throughout the University community

5.) Committed to academic achievement as demonstrated by a cumulative GPA of 2.5 or higher on a 4.0 scale

6.) Must not be employed as a work-study student or intern with LGBTSS at time of application

2. The Walter J. Allen and Shaun B. Keister Scholarship has been awarded since 2004. This year we will be awarding one $1,000 scholarship.

Applicants must meet all of the following qualifications:

1.) Be a sophomore, junior, senior, or graduate student during Spring 2008 Semester

2.) Be enrolled, or planning to enroll, during Spring 2008 Semester at Iowa State University.

3.) Demonstrated leadership and involvement in promoting LGBT student activities at Iowa State University.

4.) Demonstrated leadership in the promotion of a positive identity for LGBT students throughout the University community.

5.) Committed to academic achievement as demonstrated by a cumulative GPA of 2.25 or higher on a 4.0 scale for undergraduate students or 3.25 or higher for graduate students.
Penn State University

Barry H. Marshal Undergraduate Scholarship

Purpose: The purpose of this scholarship shall be to provide recognition and financial assistance to outstanding undergraduate students enrolled or planning to enroll at The Penn State University who have 1) demonstrated need for funds to meet their necessary college expenses 2) and who advocate for or contribute to the lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender (LGBT) community. Preference shall be given to students from New York State.

The scholarship will be given out on an annual basis.

Term of Award: Each scholarship shall be awarded for one academic year. The amount of the award will vary annually contingent on the annual interest from the original endowment. The Office of Student Aid will be notified of the scholarship recipient(s). 
Selection Procedure: Recipients of this scholarship shall be selected by a committee comprised of members of the LGBTA Student Resource Center Advisory Board and the Commission on LGBT Equity.  Recipients of the award will be recognized at the end of each academic year at the Commission on LGBT Equity Award night and the Lavender Graduation Celebration.  If you are interested in this Scholarship, please fill out an application form that is available in the LGBTA Student Resource Center 101 Boucke Building, Penn State University.

Application Deadline: The Scholarship is given out during fall semester of each academic year. 
Bruce Miller and Dean LaVigne Trustee Scholarship

Purpose: The purpose of this scholarship shall be to provide financial assistance to undergraduate students enrolled or planning to enroll at The Pennsylvania State University, who have a demonstrated need for funds to meet their necessary college expenses. The scholarship is open to students from ALL Penn State University campuses.
Eligibility: Consideration for this scholarship shall be given to all undergraduate students enrolled or planning to enroll at The Pennsylvania State University who have a demonstrated financial need.  The Office of Student Aid is responsible for identifying the eligible pool of students.  First preference shall be given to students from the eligible pool who have demonstrated an interest in advocating for or contributing to the lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender (LGBT) community at Penn State. If no students meet the first preference in a given year, funds will be awarded to any student in the Division of Student Affairs eligibility pool, regardless of preference.
Application Process: One or two letters of recommendation from a faculty or staff member at The Pennsylvania State University are required.
Also required is a letter of interest covering as many of the consideration points you feel apply to your application:

· Any particular information you would like to share about your financial needs, i.e., extenuating circumstances, etc.
· Interest in and concern for the LGBTAQ community at The PennsylvaniaStateUniversity.

Lambda Alumni Outstanding Student Award

Purpose: To honor and recognize contributions to the lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender community achieved by an undergraduate/graduate student who is enrolled at the Penn State University. 
Eligibility: Consideration for this award shall be given to all full-time undergraduate/graduate students enrolled at all locations of the Penn State University who have demonstrated: • Outstanding service to the LGBT community at Penn State University • Demonstrated efforts toward improving the climate and well being of gay people at Penn State University • Actively involved in increasing the visibility of LGBT issues and concerns within the University community • Active participants in educating the University community on LGBT issues and concerns • Intend to remain active in gay issues in the future and as Penn State University alumni 
Selection Procedure: Recipients of award will be chosen by a selection committee comprised of members from Student Affairs, The Commission on LGBT Equity and the LGBTA Student Resource Center Advisory Board.

Purpose: Scholarship is intended for a continuing student who has both benefited from and contributed to the LGBTRC. This merit scholarship provides financial assistance to students currently enrolled at UCI who identify as part of the lesbian gay bisexual and transgender community and participate in the activities of the UCI LGBTRC.

Application Procedure:

2. Write an essay (500 words or less, two double-spaced pages maximum) that focuses on how this scholarship would help you achieve your goals; demonstrates a commitment to LGBT leadership; and demonstrates a commitment to community service. (The essay will represent a sample of your writing.)
3. Provide a letter of recommendation from a school instructor, counselor, or administrator.

Note: Recommenders may mail the completed recommendation separately, but the review committee strongly suggests that recommendations be submitted by the student together with all other requisite application materials. To maintain confidentiality, letters should be enclosed in a sealed, signed envelope with the student’s name written on the front.

Community Service requirement:

As a condition of accepting the Edward Scott Morrison Scholarship, students commit to performing 20 hours in outreach participation activities. Students agree to perform such activities by signing and returning the Scholarship Acceptance Form. Specifically, outreach activities can be local LGBT organizations. Examples of unacceptable services include office work, making or answering phone calls, coaching, running errands. Service must be done with a school or organization. Please clear any questions about this requirement before you begin your service with Emily Rokosch at erokosch@saonet.ucla.edu. Students are given information regarding various campus programs and departments under which they can fulfill their community service requirement: UCLA LGBT Campus Resource Center, UCLA LGBT Studies, UCLA Lambda Alumni, or other Local LGBT organizations.

The Kalyn Smith-Tranquil'son Memorial Fund is an emergency funding source for UCR students in good standing who have been temporarily or permanently cut-off financially from their families because of their sexual orientation, gender, perceived gender, or work with or for the lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender (LGBT) community. Students of all sexual orientations and gender identities may apply for assistance.

The LGBTQIA Student Leadership Scholarship is awarded to UCR undergraduate and graduate UCR students based on academic achievement, personal merit, and their contributions to the LGBTQIA community. The scholarship was founded to award exceptional student leadership in the UCR lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender, queer, intersex, and allies community.

UCR selects up to 2 student recipients, who will each receive $500 scholarships.

To be eligible for the LGBTQIA Student Leadership Scholarship, the applicant must meet these requirements:

1. Be a full time undergraduate or graduate student at the University of California, Riverside, of any sexual orientation or gender identity.

2. Be in good academic standing (at least 3.00 cumulative GPA on a 4.00 scale).
3. Be enrolled at least half-time at UCR in the following Fall quarter.
4. Be able to demonstrate the following:

· Excellent leadership qualities.

· Extensive involvement with the on-campus LGBTQIA community.

· Concern for LGBTQIA issues e.g. issues of lesbians, gays, bisexuals, transgender persons, queer people of color, and general LGBTQIA political issues.

Application Process

1. Applicants complete an online application form that includes an essay of at least 750 words.

2. A scholarship selection committee of staff, faculty and students chooses up to 2 scholarship recipients.

3. Awardees are announced at the June Lambda Celebration.

4. Funds are transferred to the Student Business Account(s) for the following Fall quarter.

About UC San Diego’s LGBT Undergraduate Scholarship  Program
The LGBT Undergraduate Scholarship Program encourages gay, lesbian, bisexual, and transgender UCSD students to apply for the six scholarships made possible by generous contributions from many people, including Chris Arrott, Michael Marx and Donald Marshall, Russ Ty, and from funds in memory of Tracee Parsons and Stephen P. L’Italien, Jr.

The objective of the undergraduate scholarship program is to recognize and encourage academic excellence and to offer financial support to meritorious students.

Scholarship recipients are chosen by a competitive selection process, and will have clearly demonstrated strong skills in many areas, including academic scholarship, leadership involvement, and community service in their application.
Scholarship descriptions
Christopher B. Arrott Gay, Lesbian & Bisexual Scholarship
The Christopher B. Arrott Gay, Lesbian and Bisexual Endowed Scholarship is awarded to a current gay, lesbian, or bisexual undergraduate student with a record of active service and involvement in the gay, lesbian, and bisexual community. This scholarship was established in 1999 by Christopher B. Arrott, who is an alumnus of UCSD. Chris continues his commitment to UCSD by staying connected to the LGBT Resource Center and by serving on the Board of Directors for the UCSD Alumni Association.

This scholarship is awarded to UCSD gay, lesbian, or bisexual undergraduate students with a record of active service and involvement in the gay, lesbian, and bisexual community. This is a one-year award up to $1,000.

Marx & Marshall Gay and Lesbian Scholarship
This scholarship was established in 1996 by Michael Marx and Donald Marshall, two long-time friends of the LGBT Resource Center. Through their generosity and the generosity of other community friends, this scholarship recognizes students who have strong academic records and are active in the lesbian, gay, bisexual, and transgender community.

This scholarship is awarded to UCSD gay and lesbian students based on academic merit, who have made significant contribution to the gay and lesbian community. Preference is given to students with demonstrated financial need. Financial need students must be receiving financial aid. This is a one-year award up to $1,000.

Russ Ty Gay and Lesbian Scholarship
The Russ Ty Scholarship was established in 1998 and is awarded to a current gay and lesbian undergraduate student based on academic achievement. Russ Ty, a UC graduate, had a twenty year career in the U.S. Army and is now retired.

This scholarship is awarded to a UCSD gay and lesbian student based on academic merit and financial need. This is a one-year award up to $1,000.

UCSD LGBT Resource Center Undergraduate Scholarship
The UCSD LGBT Resource Center Undergraduate Scholarship is awarded to a current gay, lesbian, bisexual and/or transgender undergraduate student based on academic merit and is awarded to a person who has had significant experience with issues related to sexual orientation and gender identity. It is made possible through the generosity of the UCSD LGBT community, and especially through the LGBT Resource Center Advisory Board.

This scholarship is awarded to UCSD gay, lesbian, bisexual and/or transgender students based on merit, need, and significant experience with issues related to sexual orientation and gender identity. This is a one-year award up to $1,000.

Tracee Parsons Scholarship for UCSD LGBT Students in Math & Science
The Tracee Parsons Scholarship for LGBT Students in Math and Science was established in 2007 in memory of Tracee Parsons, the partner of UCSD faculty member Dr. Deborah Morton. This scholarship is made possible by the generosity of many community friends.

This scholarship is awarded to current gay, lesbian, bisexual and/or transgender undergraduate students based on academic merit, financial need and demonstrated commitment to the fields of math and/or science.

Stephen P. L’Italien, Jr. Memorial Study Abroad Scholarship
The Stephen P. L’Italien, Jr. Memorial Study Abroad Scholarship, established in 2007, is awarded to current gay, lesbian, bisexual and/or transgender undergraduate students based on demonstrated mentorship and leadership in their community, an exceptional record of community service, commitment to sharing international experience both while abroad and upon return, involvement in extracurricular activities and demonstrated academic excellence. Recipients must provide evidence of planned participation in an academic program abroad through the Education Abroad Program, the Opportunities Abroad Program, or UCSD’s Global Seminars."
This scholarship is awarded to current gay, lesbian, bisexual and/or transgender students up to $1,000.
University of Maryland, College Park
The LGBT Equity Scholarship is financed by the LGBT Scholarship Fund and consists of a single $1,500 award.  The recipient must be a full time student at the University of Maryland, College Park, who has demonstrated a commitment to promoting civil rights for and preventing discrimination against LGBT people. 

To apply, you must submit a short statement (maximum of 2 pages, double spaced) outlining your qualifications for the scholarship.  You must also submit an unofficial transcript and at least one letter of recommendation. 

The LGBT Scholarship Fund also provides emergency support for students in financial need because of sexual orientation, or gender identity or expression.  For more information, contact Dr. Luke Jensen. 

Rodler-Wood Scholarship (from the LGBIT Studies Program):
Full-time undergraduate or graduate students are eligible to apply for this $1000 award, which will be made on the basis of one or more of the following criteria:

· demonstrated financial need;

· hardship based on sexual orientation;

· academic interest in LGBT Studies;

· extracurricular activities on behalf of LGBT issues.

Applicants should submit 1) a brief written statement outlining their qualifications and interests; 2) an unofficial transcript; and 3) one letter of recommendation.  

University of Nebraska, Lincoln
LGBTQA Programs & Services: Louis Crompton Scholarship
This scholarship worth $500 ($250 per semester) is to be given to student who is a member of the Queer Ally Coalition (or another LGBTQA Registered Student Organization), and/or a LGBTQ/Sexuality Studies minor. The student must be attending UNL during the academic year that the scholarship is provided, must maintain a 2.5 cumulative grade point average, and carry a minimum of 12 credit hours. Preference will be given to students who demonstrate financial need as defined by the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA). Judging will be based on integrity and honesty, support and inclusion of the Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, Transgender, Queer, and Ally community, and participation in LGBTQA community activities (i.e. QAC, volunteer at the LGBTQA Resource Center, or enrolled in the LGBTQ/Sexuality Studies minor.
The purpose of this scholarship is to honor a true hero in gay rights and leader in academics and to inspire change and inclusion for students interested in and working toward a more inclusive, welcoming and socially just environment for the LGBTQ community.

The Louis Crompton Scholarship was initiated by Ryan Fette and Fred Schneider with assistance and support from Pat Tetreault and the University of Nebraska Foundation.  Established in 2009, we are well on our way to the scholarship being endowed. Once we have raised $25,000 the scholarship will be endowed and become a permanent scholarship.  Each year, applications will be accepted and a qualified recipient will be awarded $500 ($250 each semester to be credited toward the student’s tuition and fees).
Description

A five hundred dollar ($500.00) scholarship through the NU Foundation Louis Crompton Scholarship Fund is available through UNL’s LGBTQA Resource Center, a component of Student Involvement’s LGBTQA Programs & Services.

Purpose of Award

To provide financial support to LGBTQA students attending UNL.

To encourage continuing education for self-identified LGBTQA persons.

Eligibility

1. UNL undergraduate students who are attending UNL during the academic year that the scholarship is provided, with preference to those who demonstrate financial need as defined by the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA).

2. Recipients will be enrolled in the LGBTQ/Sexuality Studies minor, and/or a member of the QueerAlly Coalition (QAC), a recognized student organization (RSO) for LGBTQA students at UNL.

3. Applicants must submit an application with required supporting materials.

4. Applicants must have a cumulative grade point average of 2.5.

Terms

Valid only for one academic year (fall and spring semesters). The scholarship will be $500 with a tuition credit of $250 being applied each semester toward the recipient’s centralized billing account. The student will be required to carry a minimum of 12 hours per semester in which the scholarship is provided.

Application Deadline

Application and supporting material must be received by April 15, 2010 for the 2010-2011 scholarship (all information will be strictly confidential). All applicants will be notified of results by August 2, 2010.

Criteria for Judging Applications

1. Supportive of the Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, Transgender, Queer and Ally community.

2. Demonstration of integrity and honesty.

3. Participation in LGBTQA community activities (i.e., QAC or an LGBTQA RSO at UNL; volunteer at the LGBTQA Resource Center, or enrolled in the LGBTQ/Sexuality Studies minor).

4. Preference will be given to students with demonstrated financial need.

It is a need-based scholarship that is awarded to individuals who "identify as being gay or lesbian or express an interest in gay and lesbian studies." While it doesn't specifically reference transgender, bisexual, or questioning individuals, people of all gender identities and sexual orientations are encouraged to apply if they meet the need-based and interest criteria.

The amount of the scholarship varies, and award amounts depend on how much money is available on an annual basis, the number of recipients, and the level of financial need. Award Guidelines 

Scholarship awards are not guaranteed from one academic year to the next. All scholarship awards will be credited by the University toward the satisfaction of the awardees’ tuition. At no time are payments made directly to students.  Note: Undergraduates that receive this scholarship award may have their work-study aid replaced by this scholarship.  This is the  discretion of the financial aid office, NOT Lambda Alumni. 

University of Wisconsin, Madison

Wisconsin Alumni Association Gay, Lesbian, Bisexual, Transgender Alumni Council  (GLBTAC) Scholarship

Thanks to generous donations by UW-Madison alumni and friends, the Gay, Lesbian, Bisexual, Transgender Alumni Council (GLBTAC) annually awards scholarships to current and incoming UW-Madison students. Since the 1998 academic year, the GLBTAC has awarded scholarships to undergraduate students attending or planning to attend UW-Madison. Recipients of this award demonstrate a commitment to the gay, lesbian, bisexual and transgender community, and maintain outstanding academic achievement. Each also demonstrates a financial need for assistance in paying for their education at UW-Madison. Each of these categories will be weighted equally. Sexual orientation is not a determining factor. Only students who will be enrolled full- time (12 credits or more) during fall semester at the University of Wisconsin-Madison are eligible.

To be considered by the scholarship review committee, each application must consist of four parts: 

· Personal and Eligibility Information 

· Academic Achievement [Transcripts, including high school for incoming first-year students.] 

· Economic Need [Brief statement, and financial aid application with the Financial Aid Office]

· Commitment to the Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual and Transgender Community
Submit a statement summarizing your involvement in — and commitment to — gay, lesbian, bisexual and transgender (GLBT) issues at any level (personal, campus, local, state or federal). You might include such things as coursework with GLBT content, GLBT organizations you belong to, service work on behalf of the GLBT community, and other activities you think are of merit. Put your name and UW-Madison student ID number (if you have it) at the top of the page. Your statement should be double-spaced at a font size of 10 points or higher and should not exceed one side of one page. 
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
