How can LGBT centers reach out to closeted students on the internet?
The following are examples of what LGBT professionals have done throughout the country:


The Gay, Lesbian, Bisexual, and Transgender Student Services office at Colorado State University submitted a grant to the Bohnett Foundation to become a cyber center, where they could connect with people via the virtual world.  Additionally they collaborated with the Health and Wellness cluster to establish a programming series about healthy relationships.  In the future, they hope to convene online chats in order to offer anonymity to students who wish to engage in discussion with the Center.

The LGBTQ Space at the University of Cincinnati reached out by creating profiles for their center on MySpace and Facebook.  They posted their events and other links and added friends.

The Center for Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, & Transgender Life at Duke University conducted workshops on online dating and student health.  They also published Online Safety guidelines on the LGBT Center website and Student Health website.

The LGBT Campus Resource Center at the University of California, Los Angeles will begin advertising their center and services on Craig’s list.
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
